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Dr. Gottfried’s return to his Jewish faith led 
him to become president of the 70-member 
congregation in Squirrel Hill. Last November, 
when the group moved from its Beechwood 
Boulevard building to Tree of Life, he smiled 
jubilantly, carrying the sacred scrolls of the 
Torah in a parade on Denniston Street. His 
enthusiasm prompted his sister, Carol 
Gottfried Black, a North Hills audiologist, to 
study for her bat mitzvah and begin leading 
services at New Light, too. 

 

AMENDMENT
